He also worked
at the University of Illinois—Chicago’s Small Schools Workshop to help
develop small, innovative learning communities in public schools. More
recently, after participating in the New Leaders for New Schools program, at
National Louis University, Rico became the first principal at the Multicultural
Arts High School which opened in 2005. Rico served as the founding principal
of the school when he joined USDE last year.
